EPHESUS — HALF DAY EXCURSION

Itinerary:

October 13, Wednesday KUSADASI
Arrive in Kusadasi, at 1:30pm, you will meet your guide at the port for your half- day
tour in Kusadasé.

First you will visit Ephesus, famous throughout the ancient world for its Temple of
Artemis. You will first visit the Hadrian Temple, It was dedicated in 118 AD to
Hadrian, Artemis, and the people of Ephesus but greatly reconstructed in the 4™
century. This impressive Corinthian style temple has beautiful reliefs on the porch.
According to the belief of Ephesians, the Medusa head on the porch would protect the
city from its enemies.

Next, you will visit the newly excavated spectacular Terrace Houses (Villas) located
on top of the hill within the City of Ephesus. They were inhabited by wealthy Ephesians,
and are finely decorated with mosaics and frescos. The Terrace Houses were brought to
light in excavations carried out since the 1980s. Along with those in Pompeii, they
constitute some of the most vivid examples of Roman domestic architecture to survive
to the present

Proceed to Celsus Library, The library is the best preserved structure of its kind. The
inscription on the side of the buildingis front staircase says that the library was build by
Julius, in his fatheris honour, after his death. His father, Celsus was the Roman governor
of Asia Minor early in the 2nd century AD.

The Great Theatre dates back to the Hellenistic period. In the 1% century AD it was
succesfully reconstructed, expanded by the Romans until it reached the seating capacity
of 25,000. This is also the place where St.Paul preached. Marble Road, runs between
the Library of Celsus and the theater and is a part of the sacred walk way.

At the end of your day, you will return to Kusadasi and have some time for shopping in
town before you embark your ship, Queen Victoria departing at 6:30pm.

FLORENCE — FULL DAY EXCURSION
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Itinerary:

October 17, Sunday FLORENCE

Livorno - Florence

You will be met at the ship by your English speaking guide and transferred to Florence for a
full day in this remarkable city.

First up is your visit to the Accademia; one of the most important museums in all of Italy.
Of course this is the home of the REAL David sculpture by Michaelangelo. But what is more
fascinating and perhaps lesser known is that it is also the home of his four nonfiniti "Slaves"
or "Prisoners." Whether the master sculptor had meant for them to remain unfinished has
been an ad nauseum point of debate. Regardless, the impact of the forms struggling to
come alive from the rough forms of stone is absolutely incredible.

A reservation with pre-paid tickets will be made to see Michelangelo’s David.
Entry time is TBA.

Visit the Cathedral of Santa Maria del Fiore with its impressive dome and external visit to
Giotto bell tower. See also Piazza della Signoria, home of the Gothic Palazzo Vecchio with its
ornate courtyard and artistic treasures, and the Ponte Vecchio, a marvel of medieval
construction and the only Florentine bridge to escape unharmed in the Second World
War, Santa Croce is the church of the Franciscans and was started in 1294 and completed in
the second half of the 14th century. The fagade and the campanile date from the 19th
century. The interior is vast as the church was designed for preaching and consists of a
single spacious nave and slender apse with fine 15th century stained glass windows. The
church is paved with 276 tombstones and along the walls are sumptuous tombs.

On your return to Livorno you will pass through Pisa. Visit the "Piazza dei Miracoli" which is
ringed by four major works of medieval architecture: the Cathedral, the Baptistery, the
Cemetery and, of course, the Leaning Tower.

Construction of the Tower began in 1174 and it began 'leaning' almost immediately. In
recent years the settling had accelerated at such a rate that it was predicted the Tower
would almost certainly fall unless something was done. Extensive work has now been
carried out to return the Tower to its original tilt of 300 years ago and it is now open once
again for visitors.

After your visit in Pisa you will return to the ship at approximately 5:00 pm.

ISTANBUL — FULL DAY EXCURSION

Itinerary:

October 12, Tuesday ISTANBUL
Arrive in Istanbul, at 9:00am; you will meet your guide at the port for your private full day tour.

Your private tour of Istanbul starts with a visit to the Hippodrome, which was one of the largest
chariot race grounds of the Byzantine Empire. You will take a short walk to the Blue Mosque,
completed in 1616; 1t is a triumph of harmony, proportion and elegance. The mosque was a
part of a complex also Including, tombs, fountains, kitchens, and a bath. Its colourful 260
windows enable the sunlight to reach inside. This makes the interior unusually light. The blue
Iznik Tiles covering the walls have given the mosque its popular name, Blue Mosque.

Then, you will visit the magnificient Topkapi Palace, the residence of the sultans for almost
three centuries. It is located on the promontory jutting out between the Bosphorus and the
Golden Horn. This setting provides a magnificent view. The construction of the Topkapi Palace
was completed between 1465 and 1478. Being the imperial residence of the sultan, his court
and harem, the palace was also the seat of government for the Ottoman Empire. 4,000 people
lived in the Palace. In the Treasury section, you will see breathtaking displays, including the 7th
largest diamond in the world, the “Spoonmaker’s Diamond”.

Lunch recommended at a local restaurant where you can taste traditional cuisine.

Next, you will visit St. Sophia, the church of the Divine Wisdom; an architectural marvel of all
time. It was built during Emperor Justinian reign (AD 537) and it remained the greatest church
in Christendom until the conquest of Constantinople in 1453 by Sultan Mehmet Il who ordered
to convert Hagia Sophia into a Mosque. In 1934, Atatlirk proclaimed it a museum. The walls of
this beautiful piece of architecture are decorated with gorgeous mosaics.



Last, continue to explore ninety-two streets of the famous Grand Bazaar. The Grand Bazaar is
the largest and oldest covered Bazaar in Turkey with more than 4,000 shops. A variety of
Turkish Handicrafts, Oriental carpets, rare jewels and inexpensive souvenirs all sold in small
shops next to each other. The streets are named according to the trades, such as gold and
silver sellers, carpet sellers, booksellers, etc. The most oriental atmosphere in Istanbul is found
in the bazaar.

At the end of the tour, app 5:00pm, you will return to the port to embark your ship.

ROME — FULL DAY EXCURSION

Itinerary:

October 16, Saturday ROME
Civitavecchia — Rome

This morning, you will be met at the pier by your private car and English speaking driver for your
full day tour to Rome. You will be taken directly to the Vatican for your express entry
with pre-paid entrance tickets. The most imposing and important edifice is Saint Peter's
Basilica and is the world center of Roman Catholic worship. In front of the basilica is the great
Piazza San Pietro (Saint Peter's Square). The other major edifice is the Palace of the Vatican,
also known as the Papal Palace. It is a complex of buildings that contains more than 1,000 rooms
and houses the papal apartments, the government offices of the Roman Catholic Church, several
chapels and museums, and a library.

The most famous portions of the palace are the Sistine Chapel, with its great ceiling frescoes
painted by Michelangelo. The visit continues along the Vatican Galleries, including the Raphael’s
with his frescoes, among them his masterpiece, the school of Athens.

The Vatican's museums are outstanding and include the Gregorian Museum of Egyptian Art; the
Gregorian Museum of Etruscan Art; the Pio Clementino Museum, with a superlative collection of
antiquities; the Chiaramonti Museum; and the Vatican Pinacoteca, with representative works by
Italian masters. The Vatican Library has a priceless collection of ancient manuscripts and more
than 1 million bound volumes. Also within the Vatican's walls are the Government Palace and the
Vatican Gardens.

As you exit the Sistine Chapel your guide will lead you into the Cathedral of St. Peter bypassing
the security line.

At the end of your Vatican tour, you will continue on with an overview of some of the more famous
sites of Rome.

The following itinerary is a guideline of sights you will visit. Your private tour will include sights
such as; the impressive and majestic Colosseum, a masterpiece of classical architecture where
in its arena fights between men and beasts, gladiatorial contests, races and simulated naval
battles took place. Tickets have been pre-purchased. Once you pass through the metal
detectors, you will bypass the lines. Admire the Arch of Constantine, the Roman Forum, the
Temple of the Vestal Virgins, the Mouth of truth, the Baths of Caracalla, the Pyramid of Caius
Cestius. You will also see the sculpture of Moses located in San Pietro in Vincole where you will
see the chain used to arrest St. Peter.



Visit the romantic Spanish Steps and the Trevi Fountain, a great late-baroque creation, into
which tourists continue to play their traditional role by throwing two coins over their shoulders -
one coin to return to Rome and the other for the fulfillment of a wish.

The public baths were very popular in Ancient Rome, and were a busy, noisy and lively meeting
place for the Romans. Ancient Rome had hundreds of these baths where Roman Citizens could
bathe, have their hair cut, exercise in the gymnasium, read at the bath's library, and even grab a
snack. There are some very interesting ruins left from this time period.

This classic itinerary gives a good overview of Rome and its treasures.

Afterwards, you will be transferred to the Port of Civitavecchia to re-join your ship.
